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1.)Pedagogical Challenges

Students are not doing the reading.  Students are not summarizing the reading and “Getting the big picture.”  Trying to find ways to incorporate vocabulary into the class is a difficult issue.
2.)Using Technology to help meet the challenges
Using the Blackboard Discussion board, assign each student an article or section of the text to be the class expert.

Throughout the semester, be an active member of the discussion board.  I expect that you respond to at least 20/30 discussion questions.  In addition, your responses should be insightful and unique, simply writing, “I don’t get article 23” will not count as an insightful post. (Each post will be worth one or two points)

Too much time spent grading the Blackboard discussion board and other assignments!
2.)Using Technology to help meet the challenges
Used more automatic scoring quizzes for many of the classes.

In addition, when grading the blackboard posts, try to grade as I go along with a piece of paper and quick (check, check -, check +) grading.  Don’t read each twice.  Put more of the responsibility back on the students.
