Teacher Education

McKendree University offers a teacher education program in both elementary and secondary education.
Admission to the University does not automatically guarantee admission to the teacher education program.
The checklist provided below along with the KC transfer guides for education majors will help in gaining
acceptance to the program.

Areas of Specialization — Elementary Education

In addition to all required education and core requirements for teacher certification, all students majoring in
elementary education will choose an area of specialization. Areas of specialization include Art, Biology,
Chemistry, English, French, General Science, German, History, Literature, Math, Music, Philosophy,
Psychology, Political Science, Social Science, Sociology, and Spanish.

Areas of Specialization — Secondary Education

McKendree University offers the following state-approved teaching areas for those students wishing to
obtain certification at the secondary level:

Art, Business, English Language Arts, Health, Math, Music, Physical Education, Science (Biology or Chemistry
emphasis), Social Science (History, Political Science, or Psychology emphasis).

Successfully complete an lllinois Criminal Background Check. If you have lived in any other states
during the past 7 years, you will need a background check for each state.
