COMPETITION INFORMATION

The McKendree University Department of Music welcomes you to the 2009 Preview of Champions. Thank you for
participating. We hope you are having a great start to your season and best wishes to your school in this event.

The following information is provided to make your day run as smoothly as possible. Please read it carefully so you know what to
expect when you arrive at the stadium. We encourage you to check www.mckendree.edu/music often between now and the
competition for the latest information.

Directions to McKendree University

Enclosed please find directions to the stadium. DO NOT USE MAPQUEST or GOOGLE DIRECTIONS DUE TO THE
LEBANON FALL FESTIVAL. THE MAPQUEST/GOOGLE ROUTE WILL BE BLOCKED THAT DAY! Look for the
McKendree Band representatives to guide you to your parking area.

Check-in/Registration
Please check in with the McKendree Band Representative at the registration area upon arriving at the stadium. You will receive last
minute information and schedules at this point.

Rain Plan
In the event of bad weather all directors should report to the 50 yard line immediately to meet with the Show Coordinator to discuss
any show delays, changes to a standstill, indoor performance or cancellation.

Equipment
Motorized vehicles moving equipment on/off the field must be in top condition and free of any leaks or field damaging defects.

Any pit or prop equipment pushed or pulled on the field surface must have large inflatable tires or tires with a minimum of 8 inch
wheels (pneumatic wheels/casters). Any equipment with smaller wheels must be lifted and placed into position.

Pit vehicles will have to access the stadium via a 72” ramped pathway which goes over a creek bed. The access gate is 102” wide.
There is an optional gate at the east end of the field which is much wider; however, the ramp is very steep.

Please keep in mind there could be some changes due to last minute
cancellations. Please check www.mckendree.edu/music often to keep updated. The EINAL schedule will be posted on Thursday,
October 1% at 5:00 p.m.

Awards

Drum Majors and/or Band Representatives should assemble for the Awards presentation at the band entrance gate before the
exhibition performance by the McKendree University Marching Bearcat Band (see schedule). Each band attending will receive a
participation plague. Trophies will be given for the 1%, 2™, and 3" place band in each class. Caption awards will be given for Best
Music, Best Visual, Best General Effect, Best Color Guard, and Best Percussion.

Will be sold in the stadium during the show for $2 each.

Concessions

Concessions will be available in the stadium during the show. Prices will be reasonable. 100% of proceeds will benefit the
McKendree University Music In Our Schools programs. Please encourage your students and parents to help us support music
education in the region through your patronage. Because the concession revenue is essentially the only revenue which McKendree
University Bands receives on the day we prefer that you not plan on bringing or ordering food from outside sources. NO grills of any
kind are permitted on McKendree University property.

There will be one main concession stand selling all items (hot food, packaged items, and drinks) as well as two “Quick Stop”
concession stands selling packaged items and drinks only.

Blue Sky Creamery Ice Cream will also be on hand to sell ice cream for the day. You may also enter to win one of 12 pints of Blue
Sky Creamery Ice Cream at their booth.
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Medical / Emergency Services
MedStar Ambulance Service will be providing emergency services at Preview of Champions. The ambulance will be located in the
parking lot near the band entrance gate.

Restrooms
Restrooms will be available for your students to use upon arrival. Please check in at registration for directions to the restrooms.

Warm-up Areas
Your band may only warm-up in the areas designated on your maps. Please ask at registration for any changes in the warm-up areas.

Warm-up is NOT permitted in the parking lot due to the close proximity of the stadium.

Gate Time
Your band needs to be at the BAND ENTRANCE GATE 15 minutes prior to your scheduled performance time. It is your
responsibility to be at the gate on time.

Judges Tapes
You can pick up your judges tapes at the Trophy Table on the 50 yard line immediately after awards.

Staff/Adult Access Into Stadium
Each director and staff listed on the registration form will receive a staff bracelet. An additional up to 6 adults (pit crew, etc.) are
eligible to receive a staff pass at the check-in time as well.

Only those with these bracelets will be permitted on the field during the band’s performance. They must enter through the Main
Entrance at other times. ALL OTHER ADULTS MUST ENTER THE STADIUM WITH A TICKET THROUGH THE MAIN
ENTRANCE.

Entry to the Stadium Following the Performance

Band Members -Your band is invited into the stadium to view the remainder of the show. Entrance for band members is through the
SPECTATOR ENTRANCE GATE. You must show your hand stamp while entering the gate. While in the stadium, the band members
are to sit in groups. Please be respectful of other audience members and the bands performing on the field.

Staff/Chaperones etc. - Only staff/chaperones with staff bracelets will be admitted through the Band Entrance to the stadium. All
others will be admitted with paid admission through the Main Entrance Gate.

Marble Music — Instrument Repair
Will be on hand near the main concessions area to provide minor repairs to instruments throughout the show.

Spectator Parking

Is VERY limited. All fans should attempt to car pool if possible. Parking is available in any lot that is not reserved for truck/bus
parking. Parking is also permitted on side streets if available. Handicapped individuals are able to be dropped off and picked up at the
entrance to the stadium.
