The Violence Prevention Center of Southwestern Illinois provides services for anyone who is a victim of domestic violence: 

women, men, children and the elderly. Any woman who is being abused/battered may seek temporary shelter at the VPC; 

alternative arrangements for safe shelter are made for male victims. The shelter is equipped with facilities for persons with 

disabilities. 
  
Donations will be accepted at check-in on Friday and Saturday during Fall Family Weekend.  There will also be drop boxes in 

specified locations on Saturday.  The local community can begin drop off on Thursday, September 24 at the Center for Public 

Service, located in Carnegie Hall on the McKendree University Campus.
