Position Papers
Due to McKendree University by March 23rd, 2010.

All delegates must submit a position paper to be considered for either a McKendree Model UN scholarship or an Outstanding Delegate award.  The position papers should conform to the country’s foreign policy on a topic in each delegate’s assigned committee. It should be between two and five pages.  It should include the school name, country, delegate name, and committee. The following outline may be helpful in writing your paper.

1. Background

a. Main elements of the issue.

b. General position of the issue of the major power, blocs, etc.

c. Past UN resolutions and work done by relevant UN agencies

d. Relevant language in the UN Charter and international treaties

e. Statements by the Secretary General or the heads of relevant UN organs.

2. National Position

a. List the objectives of the issue and identify possible sources of support and opposition.

b. Outline strategy for introducing resolutions and securing support.

3. Justification of position and summary

a. Primary reasons for supporting your nation’s views.

b. Strongest opposing positions and rebuttal.
