1. The student is responsible for having official transcripts sent to McKendree University as soon as the coursework is complete.  No credit will be posted until official transcripts have been received.  Application for Transfer Credit forms for future courses will not be approved until official transcripts are received for the above courses.

2. The student must earn a grade of “C” or better.  Classes graded as Audit or Pass/Fail will not be considered for transfer.  Letter grades earned at other institutions are not used in calculating a student’s grade point average at McKendree University.

3. No course taken at a junior or community college may be applied towards the 40 upper level hours (300-400 numbered courses) required for graduation.

4. No more than 64 hours may be transferred from junior or community college, no more than 96 hours may be transferred from a combination of junior/community colleges and four year colleges.

5. After the completion of 64 hours, only nine more hours may be transferred in.

6. *Only transfer work that appears on the transfer institution’s transcript for a summer term will be accepted.

7. The Records Office will email an initial permission to take the course. When the course is completed and a transcript has been received, the Records Office will send an email detailing the number of hours accepted in transfer and the requirement that is fulfilled. It is the student’s responsibility to check their McKendree email account, as this is where emails will be sent.
