Eligibility
All candidates must:

1. Be currently enrolled in an lllinois community college.
2. Complete a minimum of 30 credit hours at a community college.
3. Submit an application for admission to one of the 47 PICU member colleges or

universities listed.

4. Have a 3.0 Cumulative GPA or greater.

Entry Requirements

The following data are required from each candidate:
1. A completed application form. (either paper or on-line at http://picuonline.org)
2. Completed scholarship agreement and information release.
3. A personal statement of 300 — 500 words explaining “What are your educational goals
and how will this scholarship help you achieve these goals?”
4. An official community college transcript.
5. The DEADLINE for the Spring 2011 term is November 1, 2010.

The DEADLINE for the Fall 2011 term is May 2, 2011
