At the end of the semester, your small group
(of four) meets again (my group often meets
at Thip's), and you discuss what you all
observed that worked really well.

So I, for example, would say Nichole did a
great job of drawing students out and
engaging them by doing x, y, and z—or
whatever good things | observed.
