Degree Requirements

McKendree University accepts the AAS in Nursing from KCTCS as fulfilling all general education
requirements. Students must have a minimum of 120 credits to receive a Bachelor of Science in
Nursing. McKendree accepts up to 90 hours in transfer credit. Residency with McKendree is a minimum
of 30 hours. ltis possible to double up on McKendree University nursing courses and complete the
required nursing curriculum within one year.
