2. Complete ENG 111 and 112 with a grade of C or better

Complete one mathematics course (based on program requirements) with a grade of C or better.

4. Complete EDU 115 —Technology Integration into the Classroom and EDU 210 — Introduction to
Teaching with a grade of C or better.

5. Pass a criminal background check in accordance with the lllinois State Board of Education
requirements.

6. Complete an application for admission to the Teacher Education Program.
