3-on-3 Basketball Rules Sheet
Tournament will be a double-elimination style tournament.
GAME TIME:

GAMES WILL START PROMPTLY AT SPECIFIED TIMES UNLESS UNFORSEEN SITUATIONS FORCE A RUNOVER.  There will be a penalty of one point per minute for up to (10) ten minutes before a forfeit is awarded.  This rule will be strictly enforced, so make sure that your team shows up early!

1. Teams must have at least 3 players to start, maximum of 4 on a team.  If an injury reduces your team to two players, play continues.  A team that is forced to play with one player loses automatically.
2. Player equipment:  No jewelry.  Necklaces, bracelets, earrings, etc. are not allowed.

3. Games will be self-officiated until the finals.  Intramural supervisors will be on hand to oversee the games and assist in rules interpretations.  Players will be held to the same conduct code as in a regular officiated game.  Intramural supervisors have the authority to warn and/or eject a player for misconduct that includes fighting, abusive language, rough play, etc.

4. First team to 15 wins.  Scoring will be by 1s and 2s. 

5. Throw-ins:  All throw-ins will be administered at the top of the key.  All throw-ins MUST be passed, not dribbled in.

6. Each team is allowed one timeout per game (30 seconds).

7. Each change of possession must be taken behind the throw-in line with at least one foot.  If a basket is made without taking the ball behind the 3-pt line the basket is disallowed and a turnover results.
8. Substitutions may be made only after a basket, foul, or other stoppage of play.

9. If, for any reason, an agreement on a call cannot be made, the play will be replayed.
