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The Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental Appropriations Act (CRRSAA) was signed into
law on December 27, 2020. Section 314 of the Act created a second Higher Education Emergency
Relief Fund (“HEERF II”) for distribution to colleges and universities, intended to help offset costs
to students and institutions resulting from campus disruptions due to the Coronavirus.

McKendree University submitted the required Certification and Agreement form to the Department
of Education. Under this Act, the Department of Education allocated $1,636,302 to McKendree
University, of which at least $818,151 was to be disbursed to students.

The estimated total number of students at the institution eligible to receive Emergency Financial Aid
Grants to students was 1,930. As of the date of this report, the University disbursed $820,310 to
1,930 unduplicated students.

The amount of each student’s award was based on elements of federal aid eligibility and their cost of
attendance net of institutional aid. Students were notified of their eligibility for the grant and
instructed that grant funds could be used for any component of cost of attendance or for emergency
costs that arise due to coronavirus, such as tuition, food, housing, health care (including mental
health care) or childcare.
